Fortunately, we have had a lot of rain to make up for the long drought we experienced in the 
early fall. 
 
    We are sorry to learn that Dr. Wendell Deer, a long-time resident of Olde Vineyard and past-President 
of the OVHA, passed away on February 19.

    We lost eight of our young trees across the front entrance during the drought, even though we hand-
watered them numerous times. Thanks to Frank Grove and Manny Fuentes for their help with that very 
labor intensive project; unfortunately, we weren’t able to save all of the trees, and we are in the process 
of having them replaced. In addition to replacing the eight trees, we are planning a landscaping project 
at the entrance to replace several old plants and to rejuvenate that area in general. Upgrades to the 
watering system and underground lighting are also planned. 
 
   We received a lot of compliments about the Christmas decorations this year. Olive Branch did their 
usual good job with the wreaths and bows, and Frank Grove and I put up the lights. For the past few 
years, we have been storing the decorations in one of Tommy Oberhausen’s (Obies Chevron) buildings 
in the Industrial Park. He recently sold the building and we had to find another storage area. Richard 
Eley, Arbor Drive, graciously offered us space in his storage rental. Thanks to Richard for being a good 
neighbor, and for saving the homeowners’ association a lot of money. 
 
   So far, 141 of our neighbors have paid their dues. I think we’re working on a record turnout for dues 
this year. The money will be wisely used to enhance the front entrance and for other expenses which 
are detailed in the annual budget. I sent a reminder letter to the homeowners who have not yet paid.

      Just a reminder, the Clinton Police Department makes periodic patrols through Olde Vineyard. 
Recently, several cars were ticketed for frequently parking overnight on the street in violation of City of 
Clinton ordinances.

Please be 
careful. 
 
     Some people continue to park overnight on the street in violation of the city ordinance. Often, traffic 
is restricted with vehicles parked on both sides, which is a hazard should a fire or other emergency 
occur. The southern end of Concord is frequently congested due to street parking. The Clinton Police 
Department will respond and ticket those vehicles when a complaint are received.
